I.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS GOVERNING STORED EQUIPMENT.


1
Only currently registered boats on currently licensed trailers may be stored.


2.
Before being accepted for storage, all portable gas tanks must be removed. All batteries must be removed or 


disconnected from all circuits (including bilge pumps). Cocooned boats must have an inspection entrance panel.

3.
No engine or boat maintenance may be performed in storage. No wash down facilities are available. Trailers 


becoming disabled while in storage may be repaired for removal up to the terminal contract date and are then 


subject to towing. 


4.
Boats not removed by the storage contract removal date will be towed to a legal contract tower’s yard at the 


owner’s expense.


5.
Storage fees will be paid in advance at the time of storage by cash or check and boats/trailers will be so 



marked. Payee for checks is “Town of Rockport”


6.
This Contract is not assignable.  The Applicant further does not agree that no “For Sale” signs will be displayed on any
boats, trailers or other equipment; nor shall the Applicant conduct any trade or business on the premises.


7 .  The Town reserves the right to inspect all equipment for which storage is requested and to reject any 



applicant/equipment which, in the exclusive opinion of the Yard Master, is deemed not be in the best interest 

8.
Trailers must be on tires. No blocks, jacks or jack stands may be used. The tongue jack wheel must


have a tire and be operable to raise/lower the hitch. Trailers must be mobile without any preparation.


Wheel chains or locks will be cut to facilitate towing if required.

9    Applicants must provide a 12” X 12” plywood plaque for the tongue jack wheel and two 2” X 4” X 8”

      (or better) chocks for each wheel. All trailers must have an operating jack pad or jack wheel.

10.
The Applicant agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Town of Rockport, its Department of Public Works, 


heir officers, agents, servants and employees from and against any and all claims, demands, actions, causes 


of action, damage, liabilities and expense arising out of the operation of this Contract.  If it becomes necessary 


for the Town of Rockport to defend any action which seeks to impose liability upon the Town, the Applicant 


shall pay the Town all costs and reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred by the Town in defending such action.  The 


provisions of this Section 11 shall survive the termination of this Contract.


11.
In the event of a breach of contract by the Applicant, the Town of Rockport shall be entitled to recover its 


costs, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, incurred in enforcing its rights herein.



The Town further reserves the right to move any stored boat(s) and 



trailer(s) for its own purposes without liability to the Town.


12.
This Contract shall terminate automatically for justifiable “cause”, which shall be defined as the 




failure of the Applicant to comply with or adhere to any section or paragraph of this Contract.  The Town may 


terminate this Contract for its convenience and without cause upon seven (7) days written notice from the 


own to the Applicant, in which case the Town shall refund a proportional amount of the storage fee based on 


the number of days remaining in the term of the Contract.


13.
The Applicant shall not discharge or otherwise release any hazardous materials, hazardous wastes or toxic 



substances on or about the premises in violation of any statute, rule, regulation, or order enacted by any 



federal, state, or municipal department or agency having regulatory authority over environmental matters.


14.
The Applicant affirms that the Town of Rockport has made no representations or promises with respect to the 


premises, or the condition thereof, or the making or entry into this Contract except as this Contract expressly 


sets forth, and that no claims or liability shall be asserted by the Applicant against the Town for, and the Town 


shall not be liable by reason of, breach of any representations or promises not expressly stated in this 



Contract.


15.
The Applicant agrees to obey all the rules, regulations and procedures as may be posted by the Town of 



Rockport on or about the premises from time to time.


16.
The Applicant agrees to maintain adequate insurance coverage on all property stored on the premises.


17.
All of the rights and remedies of the respective parties shall be governed by the provisions of this Contract and 


by the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.


18.
Nothing in this Contract is intended to create a lease, or landlord/tenant relationship; nor is this Contract 

intended to create an employer/employee , agency or joint venture rationship between the Applicant and the  Town of Rockport. 


19.
This Contract contains the entire agreement with respect to matters covered by the Contract and is not subject 


to modification except in writing.
