            ACTIVE STORAGE CONTRACT

I agree to store the above described vessel only in the location(s) designated by and under all conditions specified by the Granite Pier Committee. All trailers are subject to being moved for emergency and to accommodate efficient storage operations. For any trailers with hitch locks, or which are or otherwise rendered immobile by locking devices, a key or combination must be supplied to the Granite Pier Committee. All trailers must be in moveable condition and equipped with a functioning tongue jack. I agree to remove my vessel from its storage location on or before SEPTEMBER 14, 2011.

In addition, I agree to,  pay the full cost of having the vessel removed from Granite Pier, should it be deemed derelict by the Committee, and to relinquish ownership of said vessel under those circumstances in order for my boat to be legally removed from the Pier. I understand that derelict boats may include those boats for which storage fees are unpaid 30 days past any due date, and boats for which an owner can- not be identified or located. I understand that a vessel that is not removed from its designated storage area at the end of the contracted period of storage (except as a result of owner’s illness) will be removed at the owner’s expense. Boats may remain in dead storage no longer than two sequential storage season and only if the seasonal storage fees are paid after which they must be removed or deemed derelict. Violations of these or any other Granite Pier regulations may result in forfeiture of future storage privileges.
Summer Fee is $225 for boats under 20’ and $300 for boats over 19.9’. Non-residence fee is $450 and $600.
The Committee reserves the right to remove trailers or trailers with boats with no liability for the Granite Pier Committee or the Town of Rockport. This contract is not assignable to others nor may storage space be sublet.
